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Get your 30-Day Credential.
A 30-Day Credential is the minimum requirement to be a substitute in a public school classroom. If you have 
applied for any other California teaching credential that authorizes you to be in a K-12 classroom, you do not 
need apply for a 30-Day Credential. In order to apply for a 30-Day Credential you must have a BA in any �eld. 
O�cial transcripts are required when you submit your 30-Day Credential application, so order them now.  You 
will also need to pass the CBEST in order to qualify for a 30-Day Credential. Lastly, you must also pass a 
background check to recieve a credential. Download th LiveScan application from our website and take it into 
a LiveScan location. If you are in a credential program and were required to obtain a Certi�cate of 
Clearance you do not need to get another LiveScan.  

Get a TB Test
All public schools require that you obtain proof of negative TB status. TB test results should be from the last 
twelve months. 

Apply Online
Once you have applied for your 30-Day Credential and have a negative TB test, you are ready to apply online 
at www.direct-edsolutions.com. It may take up to two months to receive your credential. �erefore, if you are 
hired you will be required to submit transcripts and proof of passing the CBEST before we will place you in an 
assignment. 
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
